PART A.  	GENERAL INFORMATION 

1.	Introduction  

[bookmark: _Hlk181104790]PCA is a non-profit organization established in 1973 to serve as the Area Agency on Aging for Philadelphia. Its mission is to improve the quality of life for older Philadelphians and people with disabilities and to assist them in achieving their maximum level of health, independence, and productivity. PCA advocates for all older Philadelphians, while giving special consideration to assuring that services are provided to those with the greatest social, economic, and health needs.

PCA’s main building is a six-story historic structure located at 642 N. Broad Street in Philadelphia that is primarily used as office space but was originally used as a textile manufacturer. The building is 250,000 square feet. To support PCA’s mission, PCA would like to assess the possibility of renting the unique sixth-floor space for events such as banquets and conferences. The sixth-floor space is approximately 23,447 square feet. The goal of this structural engineering analysis is to provide support for the assembly usage of the sixth-floor, if feasible and structurally safe, under IBC type IV-C.

3. Selection Process  
  
Qualified respondents are encouraged to apply, including small businesses, businesses owned by veterans and individuals over age 60, individuals with disabilities, and historically underrepresented groups.  All submissions will be evaluated based solely on merit, the objective criteria stated in this RFQ, and in accordance with applicable federal, state and local nondiscrimination and procurement law.

The materials submitted by interested individual parties will be reviewed by PCA.  PCA will evaluate submissions and request interviews under the following criteria:   

a. Relevant Experience: Demonstrated experience conducting a structural analysis of Philadelphia historic buildings.
b. Methodological Approach: Clarity and rigor of the proposed approach to data collection, analysis, and comparison.
c. Understanding of Scope: Evidence of understanding of PCA’s anticipated uses of the sixth floor for assembly.
d. Team Qualifications: Expertise and credentials of key personnel assigned to the project.
e. Timeline Feasibility: Ability to complete the work within the required timeframe.
f. Cost Proposal: Reasonableness and transparency of pricing.
  
Any party responding to this RFQ will be afforded a full opportunity to submit a quotation, and no party will be discriminated against on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex, age, disability, veteran status, or any other characteristic protected by federal, state, or local law.  
 
This RFQ does not commit PCA to award a contract.  PCA has the exclusive rights to accept or reject any or all responses received as a result of this RFQ and to cancel any or all of this RFQ.

PART B:   PROJECT INFORMATION   

1. Goals and Objectives  
 
PCA seeks quotations from qualified structural engineering consultants or firms to conduct a site survey of PCA’s main building located at 642 N. Broad Street, with particular focus on the structural capacity for assembly on the sixth floor of the historic building under IBC Type IV-C.  The space consists of approximately 23,447 square feet. The photographs of the sixth floor are attached as EXHIBIT A to this RFQ.


2.       Scope of Work

a. Conduct a site survey of the building to document the size, condition, and arrangement of the existing building structure. The survey should gather enough information to substantially assess the building's structural loading capacities based on the size, condition, and arrangement of structural members supporting each floor and the roof; and

b. Provide calculations for the minimum cross-sectional area and dimensions of the beams, columns, girders, and floor/roof decking needed to support the building based on the minimum loading requirements in connection with business/assembly uses in accordance with the 2021 edition of the International Building Code (IBC). The calculations will be conducted in conjunction with Summit Fire Protection (SFC). SFC will provide the calculated char depth based on fire exposure time for the structural members. The goal of the calculation effort will be to determine whether a 2-hour fire exposure time to the structural members will leave enough integrity of the structural members to adequately support the building. Different assumptions and calculations may be conducted in coordination with SFC based on the assumed area of fire exposure (e.g., partial floor, single floor, and/or multiple floors) to provide more insight.   
      
3.      Deliverables

a. Provide a letter of report summarizing the structural assessment of the building to include any deficiencies and recommendations noted from the site survey. The letter report should include the calculations and methodology described above and cost estimates for any necessary upgrades to the building structure to provide the minimum 2-hour fire-resistance rating required for the structural members based on IBC Type IV-C construction; and 

b. Provide general consulting services to support the project in conjunction with SFC. It is anticipated that responses to email correspondence and participation in virtual teleconference meetings will be requested by PCA and/or SFC. 


4.    Timeline

All work must be completed and final deliverables submitted no later than February 17, 2026.
